I will not, at any time, disclose any confidential information to any other person, except as needed to fulfill my obligation to Music Lives Here, nor will I use confidential information for any purpose other than required by my position with Music Lives Here

I am not eligible to receive any tickets, access passes or privileges to any JUNO related events for my performances with Music Lives Here.

I understand my role as an artists performing for the Calgary Host Committee, not the JUNO Awards or JUNO weekend events, CARAS (Canadian Academy of Recording Arts and Sciences) and I understand the Calgary Host Committee has no direct association with the artists involved with the JUNO Awards or CARAS.
4. I agree to the flat rate of $____________ as an honorarium for my contribution to Music Lives Here.

5. I give permission for my name, band name, website information to be used by Music Lives Here for promotional purposes. 

6. My contract with Music Lives Here can be terminated for breach of this agreement or non-performance as determined by the Project Coordinator.

Terms of Reference
ARTISTS PERFORMANCES
Artists will be partnered with schools, and will be asked to communicate directly with their partner schools to work out specific details of date, time and requirements.  Most schools will have some sort of sound reinforcement, but the equipment is not consistent, so you may want to provide your own depending on your needs.

1. Booking Procedure:

· Go online to MusicLivesHere.ca

Step 1:  Register as a Music Lives Here artists in the directory. 

· When registering include all contact details, including mailing address, phone number and cell phone.

· Choose either Artists in Schools or Untapped Stage for booking opportunities.

Step 2: UNTAPPED STAGE
· Artists can view the available dates and times at the airport stage.
· Artists will submit their names and information to our Programming Coordinator; who will review the applications with our programming committee.  

· Once approved, the Coordinator will provide confirm booking with the artists
· The approval process should take no more than 2 business days.

2. Agreement

· A flat rate honorarium of $100 is paid per day, divisible by the number of artists who play. 

· Honorarium is paid by performance, not by number of artists in a performance.  

· No additional compensation will be paid for extended hours without written and signed approval by the Project Coordinator.

· Artists must complete and sign the agreement before confirmation of the booking. 

· Artists will submit their signed contracts at the airport for sign off.

· Signed contracts will then be sent via email to Coordinator, who will process payment. 

On Site Management:

· Once booked and confirmed, the coordinator will work with Artists for any on-site assistance that may be required. 

· Artists are able to self promote with banners, promotional material and signage.
· Selling of commercial goods must follow the guidelines set out in the Airport Terms. 
· Artists agree to abide by any rules and regulations set out by the venue.

Payment Procedure:

· The roster of confirmed artists will be submitted weekly by the Coordinator no later than Wednesday the week prior.

· Cheques will be issued as per the weekly schedule

· Artists will receive payment on-site upon completion where applicable, or available for pick up at the production office. 

· Cheques will also be mailed if requested.

· A signed contract must be submitted in order to receive any compensation.

· Any discrepancies will need to be directed to the production office for final solution. 

Reminders about performing at the Calgary International Airport: 

· Do: Put on the performance of their lives. The airport community really appreciates good music.

· Understand: That the Airport Authority reserves the right to cancel or terminate any performance at any time due to operational or any other requirement. We may also have to adjust sound volume levels if it becomes an issue.
· Don't: Trip people with cables. Any cables running across public areas must be taped down end to end with duct tape. 

· Selling of CDs and Merchandise at the Airport:  The appropriate venue for any music media sales to the public would be through the Virgin Books & Music operation, operated by HDS Retail.  In order to sell any merchandise or CDs, please contact Mr. Glenn Joray, VP Operations for Central and Western Canada, for additional information regarding potential opportunities, at (905) 694-8433.

· SOCAN License: The Calgary Airport Authority has a current and valid SOCAN license to cover the playing of live or recorded music at the airport.

Provisions

· The airport has on-site production equipment which includes, JVLs, mixer, distribution amps, media box, 4 mics, and 1 wireless mic.  The Airport will handle set-up and tear down of the stage and production equipment.  

· The Airport will provide 1 free parking per band that performs on the Airport stage.

· The Airport will provide a Green room artists and stage volunteers

· The Airport and Big Rock will provide basic catering needs to the artists
